
This workshop will focus on the development of ideas and technical skills to 
create expressive 3D forms combining animals, humans and plants.  Students are 
encouraged to bring along ideas, inspirational images, visual diaries and texture 
making found objects with a view to developing your own visual language.

There will be practical demonstrations of construction techniques and surface 
treatments followed by time for experimentation and discovery.  The fired results 
of these experiments will be a valuable resource and form your palette of ideas 
to inspire larger works made during the workshop.

Students will gain confidence and knowledge to take their creativity to a new 
level.  The course is suitable for all students.
Bev Hogg has over 19 years experience as a practising artist. Her vibrant, multi-
faceted practice includes exhibiting ceramics in Australia and overseas, often 
incorporating found objects.  She teaches and has completed many public art 
projects in the ACT.

January and the classes are held from 9am to 4.30pm (12.30 on Saturday).  Tea 
and coffee are provided.
