The
pieces may be quite large scale and students are encouraged to use theirimaginations
to create their individual work. There will be an exhibition of the students’ work at the
completion of the course. Pieces are kiln fired after the Summer School for collection
at a later date.

Sue Buckle is a ceramic artist and very experienced teacher. She has taught adults
and children for over ten years. She currently runs ceramic courses in Primary Schools
around Sydney as well as specialist workshops in the school holidays.

All materials, clay, glazes, brushes will be provided. Children are to wear an old shirt
or apron, and to bring their own lunch (or you may order lunch at time of enrolment).
Morning tea is provided.
